The garage space that | use is dry, although not heated.
There are no extreme temperature swings to cause a lot
of moisture condensation. I do play it safe with some
“Sta-Bil” in the gas for the winter. I have never
experienced significant start up issues (knock on wood}.
I usually need to get some dust off the car even with a
good car cover.

By the time | get around to driving the stored cars in the
spring there usually has been some rains to wash the salt
off the roads but there might still be some sand at low
travel spots on the road. I drive in the rain, if need be.
So I guess | just consider it one of the necessities of
enjoying the Corvette to take some risks with the roads
when it comes out of storage.

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PROPOSED BY-LAW CHANGES
Submitted by Nancy Bailey

NICC is proposing two by-law changes that will be voted on at the next meeting. Summaries of
the proposed changes are provided below. The purpose of the changes is to bring NICC By-
Laws consistent with NCCC By-Laws. Please review and be prepared to vote at the April mem-
bership meeting.

ASSOCIATE MEMBER

Current by-law states (verbiage highlighted in red proposed to be changed):

Associate Member — Club members who no longer own Corvettes at Club renewal deadline
shall be considered Associate Members, receiving the benefits of membership, upon payment
of dues. He/She may hold a position in the corporation and has voting rights. Associate Mem-
bership will be limited to 12 calendar months.

Proposed by-law if approved (verbiage highlighted in green is new language):

Associate Member — Club members who no longer own Corvettes and were former NCCC
Members shall be considered an Associate Member, receiving the privileges of Primary mem-
bers except the right to hold office or compete for National or Regional points.

ENTHUSIAST MEMBER

This change would create a new class of membership not currently existing in by-law. Therefore
no change to existing by-law will be made. The proposed by-law would appear if approved:
Enthusiast Member — This membership is available to anyone who is a Corvette Enthusiast.
Any requests for such status shall be directed to NICC Membership Director. Enthusiast Mem-
bers need not comply with Corvette ownership. An Enthusiast Member shall be entitled to all of
the privileges of Primary Members except the right to hold office in NICC or compete for Na-
tional or Regional points. Upon payment of dues, the applicant shall become an Enthusiast
Member.
