Waivers:

At our Oct. 7, 2018, meeting, President Gorsch asked me to check into whether waivers
were required for club meetings. | checked the National Council of Corvette Clubs (NCCC)
website to validate that the same language was still published as before. To my surprise,
all the NCCC Insurance FAQs have been removed. | called Jim Walton, current NCCC Busi-
ness Manager. He claimed all the information was removed in early October since other
insurance carriers were quoting for 2019 coverage. He did state he had provided a sum-

mary of “When are waiver s r eBueBarséhdfalldow-

ing is what is stated in that document:

Q. When are waivers required? A: General Rule
guired.” The concept is to use waivers where

examples where waivers are required:

f Parades (both driver and passengers)

7 All Sanctioned and Unsanctioned Competition Events Including:

Autocrosses, Rallies, Test & Tunes, Driving Schools, Fun Runs, Funkhana (driving & non driving),
Economy Runs, Gymkhanas, Slaloms, Time Trials (see comp Manual), Drag Events, and Events taking
place on a track or course at speed.

Note: Wheel to Wheel racing is never a covered event.

1 Spontaneous gathering of club members, for any reason, are not official events and are not covered by
any NCCC Insurance policy and NCCC requires no waivers. Official Events are events that are organized
through the Club, Region, or National and have made their members aware of through Minutes, Emails,
Newsletters, Website, etc.

While the insurance company wants the original signed waivers to be kept by the hosting organization, the
time period for keeping them has been reduced from 3 to 2 years.

One other area getting questioned is host liquor liability. Coverage here has not changed.

First, during our NCCC events, i.e. autocross, rallye, car shows, etc. we do not provide alcohol and there is no
host liquor liability. If a Regional Club or National chooses to provide free alcohol at a function, i.e. picnic,
convention, party, etc. we haveHost Liability Coverage. We have NOHost Liability Coverage for alcohol at
any time if it is sold to participants. Therefore, N0 alcohol is to be sold at any time by any NCCC organization.
If you want a cash bar at a party, you need the business being hired to provide alcohol to provide a COI
(Certificate of Insurance) with Alcohol Liability Coverage identified on it, i.e. hotel, restaurant, bar, etc.

In Summary by Jack: The Waiver is the MOST important document NCCC has. The Release and Waiver of Li-
ability is the form that protects NCCC and its member clubs if an injured participant, worker, or volunteer
sues you.

Since the FAQs have been removed from the NCCC Website which included how to get the waivers and how
to fill out the Accident Incident Report, | will provide those directions to you for our club record to ensure
our club is in direct compliance with NCCC’ s
