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This month, I am sharing the basic structure of NCCC with all of you to better understand of the importance 
of our club and where we fit into this structure.  This data is as of 11/9/19. 
 
NCCC: 
 Has a membership of 18,426. 
 There are 16 Regions across the USA. 
 There are 240 Clubs within those Regions. 
 National has 9 Elected & 6 Appointed Officers 
 
Regional: 
 Each Region is made up of Clubs. 
 The MWR (Midwest) consists of Illinois, Wisconsin, & Minnesota 
 There are 27 Clubs within these three states. 
 There are 2,539 MWR members. 
 MWR has 6 Elected Officers 
 
Clubs: 
 Each Club within their Region is structured the same way. 
 NICC has 82 Members 
 NICC has 6 Officers & 12 Appointed Officers 
 Each Club within the Region must have a Governor and a slate of Officers to function.

TEN Publishing, the publisher behind enthusiast magazines like Motor Trend, Hot Rod, Automobile, and a lot more, has 

announced it is shutting down print operations for 19 of its 22 titles (this) year. 

The three remaining titles that will continue to publish in print are Motor Trend, Hot Rod, and Four Wheeler, according 

to a memo from MotorTrend Group president and General Manager Alex Wellen seen by Folio Mag. 

Back in 2017, Automobile Magazine underwent a very questionable relaunch that evidently was not enough to keep it 

alive.

MotorTrend Group provides all of the editorial and sales support for those publications. At MotorTrend Group, we remain commit-

ted to providing our fans and advertisers quality automotive storytelling and journalism across all of our content platforms and we 

are doubling-down on our best-in-class digital product experiences, while maintaining our support of the three most popular, profit-

able and strategic brands across digital and print ï MotorTrend, Hot Rod, and Four Wheeler. 

Update 2: Jalopnik has learned that digital coverage for the shuttered print titles will continue. 

Hereôs more from the memo via Folio Mag: 
ñIt was announced today that TEN Publishing will discontinue publishing 19 of its 22 automotive print titles by the end of the year,ò 

wrote MotorTrend Group president and GM Alex Wellen in the memo. ñI know this is difficult news, but I want to assure you that 

we remain committed to you and your pursuit to deliver quality automotive storytelling and journalism across all of our content plat-

forms.ò 

MotorTrend Group, a joint venture formed in 2017 and majority owned by Discovery, Inc., comprises the digital and 

video businesses of the company formerly known as The Enthusiast Network, whereas TEN Publishing controls those 

brandsô print magazines. Under a licensing agreement, MotorTrend Group provides editorial and ad sales support to 

TEN, producing content for both MotorTrend Groupôs digital platforms and TENôs magazines. 

Itôs unclear if the shuttered titles from TEN Publishing, formerly known as The Enthusiast Network, will continue pub-

lishing work online, and itôs also unclear what will happen to their current employees. 

Jalopnik has reached out to TEN for more details and will update this article when more information is available. 

The move follows an alarming trend in the automotive print world following the shuttering of Autoweekôs print opera-

tions and acquisition by Hearst Magazines back in October (2019), and a restructuring at Car And Driver last year 

(2018) that saw over a dozen staffers laid off.

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9 things people born since 2000 will never need to do

There are many technological relics that people born during this century simply won't get to experience or 
need to understand. 

Some younger people won't even be familiar with modern life without everyday use of smartphones and so-
cial media websites. 

In fact, smartphones have replaced the functions of many of the things on this list, such as watching videos, 
listening to music and using the internet. 

Here are a few of those things that people born since 2000 likely will never experience: 

Use a floppy disk 
Before Cloud storage, thumb drives and external hard drives, people primarily stored portable computer files 
on a floppy disk. 

The first floppy disks developed in the 1970s were 8 inches wide, and IBM first developed floppy disk drives 
for its computers in the early 70s, according to Science Direct. 
Believe it or not, until earlier this year, the U.S. military reportedly used 1970s floppy disk technology that 
controlled nuclear missiles, Forbes reported. 

In the mid-1980s, a standard 3.5-inch floppy disk could (hold) between 800 kilobytes to 2.8 megabytes of in-
formation. 

For reference, a modern, compressed mp3 song file is approximately 3.5 megabytes, File Catalyst reported. 

The portable computer file-sharing disks were relatively ubiquitous until the late 1990s, when re-writable 
CDs became more common. 

CNN reported that Apple stopped including floppy disk drives on its iMac computers in 1998. 

Some younger people will probably see floppy disks, although they might not recognize it as one; floppy disks 
are still often pictured as the "save" icon in word documents and other files. 

Dial a rotary phone 
Even landlines aren't a standard in homes anymore, but before press buttons, there was the rotary phone. 

During Christmas 2018, a Chicago dad challenged younger family members to see if they could figure out 
how to use one, with hilarious results in a viral video that many watched earlier this year. 

For the first two minutes, two teen cousins attempted to dial a phone number without first picking up and 
holding the receiver. 

"Do we have to pick up the phone and then do it?" Kyle Bumstead asked in the video. 

"Put the phone to your ear. What do you hear?" someone off camera said. "What does it sound like?" 
"Doooooooo," Jake Bumstead said, imitating the dial tone. 

 Share a phone line 
Another common annoyance of a landline phone: picking up the phone to make a call and hearing another 
loved one's phone call instead. 

Of course, it's still possible on modern landlines, but with how common cellphones are as the primary phone 
lines in households, it's a rarer occurrence than it once was.

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Some gabbing teens of the '80s and '90s longed for a phone line of their own that was separate from the 
family's line to avoid the fate of a parent picking up during a gossipy call, and it was even a plot in a 1990 
"Full House" episode, according to IMDB. 

Those of a certain age may even remember party lines, which were once offered by phone providers at a dis-
counted rate, and were shared phone lines between multiple households. 

Party lines were particularly common during war time, when resources were scarce. 

The last party lines were phased out in the early 1990s, according to reports. 

Answer a phone call without caller ID 
Most phones now list a number or a person's name when they're calling, but it wasn't always that way. 
The only true way to know who was calling was to let an answering machine pick up a call and for the caller 
to identify themselves while leaving a message. 

Before voicemail or text messages, most people communicated to a missed caller by leaving a message on a 
machine that could be played back later. 

It's another relic that faded away in the digital age as cellphone use became more common. 

Use a public pay phone 
If you needed to make a phone call while you were out and about, but didn't have access to a peronal phone, 
you could use a public pay phone, which could be used for change to (make) a local call, or more money for 
long distance. 

These phones were usually in public places, and if they were outside, they were encased inside of a phone 
booth. 

The caller could also choose to make a collect call, which means the call receiver would have to accept the 
phone call charges. 

Rewind a VHS tape 
Before streaming services and DVDs, VHS tapes reigned supreme within home movie collections. 
The bulky black tapes also needed to be manually rewound each time they were used. While VCRs, the play-
ers taped were played on, often had this function; VHS tape rewinding machines were also common. 
Some believed that overusing a VCR rewinder could damage the machines, particularly if using rental 
tapes, according to a 1993 report. 

The tapes had two screens on them showing the film inside. If there was film showing on the right side of the 
tape, that meant the tape would not play from the beginning unless it was rewound. 

It often was a pet peeve of movie viewers if people didn't rewind after watching a VHS tape. 
"Please remember to rewind!" now-defunct video rental company Blockbuster once labeled on its tapes. 
Over time, VHS video and audio quality will fade, so any homemade movies of weddings, birthdays and holi-
days should be transferred to a digital file to preserve them, according to a 2007 Good Housekeeping report. 

Use a film camera to take photos 
Digital cameras and smartphones nowadays show snapped photos instantaneously, but in a pre-digital pho-
tography age, picture takers weren't sure exactly how things would turn out until the film they used was de-
veloped.

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Imperfections like a finger on the lens, underexposure (too little light) or overexposure (too much light) were 
common photo mishaps that an amateur photographer might not have realized until thumbing through 
printed photos. 

Develop film 
While many took advantage of photo-developing kiosks or one-hour photo centers at drugstores to get their 
film developed, people could also send film in the mail to be developed or develop it themselves in a dark-
room. 

While photographers can still choose to make physical prints of their digital snaps, it will never be quite like 
picking up freshly developed film photos, not knowing exactly how photos came out, or even with an infre-
quently used camera, photos you may have forgotten about that were taken. 

Read a map 
Maps weren't always conveniently pulled up on a phone app. 

Of course, maps are still printed and used, but they're now largely used digitally through GPS navigation sys-
tems. 

Road trips before the internet age, before even printed MapQuest directions, were on maps that most driv-
ers could never get folded back quite the right away because of so many creases. 

Tracing each road you were to take with your finger, and following one line to another, showing roads and 
junctions, has simply become a thing of the past.

Dionysius was born in what we now call Romania around the year 470 and was the first to suggest counting the pas-

According to the contemporary historians of the time, Jesus was born during the 28th year of the reign of the Roman

Most unfortunately, however, Bede did not account for the year zero in his calculations. So 1 A.D. was immediately 
preceded not by a 0, but by 1 B.C. 

The Elevator Analogy
